· These awards are available on a competitive basis and are open to UK/EU applicants who have been accepted for admission onto the MA Psychotherapy & Counselling programme.
· Applicants must meet the eligibility criteria detailed in the application form overleaf.  Applicants who do not meet the eligibility criteria will not be considered.
· Eligible means-tested benefits include: Income-based Jobseeker’s Allowance; Income-related Employment and Support Allowance; Income Support; Pension Credit; Tax Credits (Child Tax Credit and Working Tax Credit); Housing Benefit; Council Tax Support; Universal Credit.
· Eligibility evidence should include recent award letters.
· The total award available is £1500, administered through a fee reduction at the beginning of each academic year of the Psychotherapy & Counselling programme e.g. £500 per academic year - no alternative methods are available.
· The award may be shared by up to two students if both applications are deemed to be equal, resulting in two awards of £750 each with a fee reduction of £250 per academic year.
· Students must re-register each year of the programme to be eligible for continuation of the award.
· The award will be made based on the personal statement in the application form.
· Applications will be considered by the Programme Team and all decisions are final with no appeal process.
· The full fee awards are not open to individuals who are already holding another award which covers the payment of tuition fees in full or part (not including postgraduate loans).
· Candidates will be informed of the outcome in before course registration.
· Information and supporting evidence submitted with this application will be shared with the Psychotherapy & Counselling programme team and the Student Education Service.
